There was a lack of
awareness among students on the types of plasiic that can be recycled
and how o recycle them. So, an inter-school recycling contest wos
organised to help students Jearn the fight way fo recycle plastic bottles.

For four months, a group of students would stay behind after school
for an howr Mce a week. They were not altending enrichment lessons or
co-curicular aclivities, but washing used plastic botites and drying them
so that they could be recytied,

The sfudents informed thelr schoolmates 1o leave used plastic
botlles in their classrooms for recycling, Under their teachers® supsrvision,
they collecied the botiles from the recycling comer in every classroomin
the school,

"Our teachers led by example by bringing used botlles from home
1o school o be recycled. During recess, they would remind studanis not
to throw away used plastic botlles. Our principal also helped fo pick up
plastic botties from the rubbish bin In the canteen to show s thot this
project would require a lot of effort,” said one of the students.

Through therr perseverance and the support of their schoolmates,
the students won the recycling condest. They had collecied 67kg of
recyclable plastic botiles,
