- mother had helped them and been their friend in need.

He decided to continue his mother's legacy. Thus, when one of his mother's friends
asked, "Tony, can you take over your mother's role 10 collect unsold bread from a bakery
for the eorphanage?”, he wholehearledly said. "Yes.” Tony gathered around a hundred

- meces of bread, but the children only needed thirty. Nol wanting the bread lo go o wasle,
Tony distributed them to lhe elderly and foreign workers. In the following days, another of
s mother's friend asked Tony, “Can you collect extra vegetables from the wholesalers?”
finowing what his mother would say, he replied, "Yes” with determinalion. Just like before,
“ony collecled more vegelables than needed and distributed them 1o the needy.

One day, his wile asked, "Tony, do you want to cook for the elderly who cannot cook
far themselves?” Obligingly, Tony said, "Yes.” This stanted his journey of providing cooked

- meals for the needy, Along the way, he recalled asking his friends for help and without
~hesitation, many said "yes". Tony realised thal Willing Hearls started with one word — 'yes”.

To him, it shows an eagerness lo help others, This inspired him {o name his organisation
‘Willing Hearts™ as e felt thal nothing would be impossible with a willing heart.

As the volunieers finished looding ali the packed meals, they slammed the car door.

That jofted Tony out of his thoughts. He quickly drove off to deliver the meals. Despiie
izeling honoured by the award, he knew who the 'real heroes” were.
