Merah Park The easiest of the four suggested fralls, this 1-kilometre hike
should take you less than 30 minutes. Birdenthusiasts will enjoy

the special bird hides glong the way. You can obsews bird
species such as eagles andWaodpeckers.

Victoria Nature Park Located at the northern parf of the island; this easy, 2-kilometre
hike should take about an hour. There are plenty of fruit frees
such as jackfuit and bananas. Do look out for dragonflies. There
are af least 56 species that have been recorded in the park,
which is almost half of the dragonfly species found in Singapore.

Coconut Marine Park This 2-kilometre trgil, located along the south-west shore of
Singapore, is a [itfie challengingand will fake you about 2 hours
from one end fo the other. Keep your eyes open for the hidden

beaches along the way.,

Ridge Community Park Ridge Community Park, located. in the cenfral_part of
Singapore, offers the most challenging trail of 5 kilometres,
which will take most hikers about 3 hours to complete. However,
once on fhe trail, you will get to enjoy the beauty of the streams
and lakes as well as the many squinels and monkeys.
