They felt that the eeting was
a sheer waste of their time. When Mr Soh started the meeting, he spoke|in a solemn
tone, “As you all know, the newspapers have been reporting about the sig tings of the
rodents in our neighbourhood. There has been a sudden increase in theé number of
rats in the vicinity, not:to mention the lerrible destruction that they have calised.” .

The residents ‘readify‘pro()id'ed rhany reasons for the cause of is problem,
