They share their
love for potiery with a faithful group of potter friends who will assist in the
firing of the Kiln, a process that can take up to 36 hours, To make each firing a
special event, the family invites the public to contribute clayware, as about 4000
clay pieces can be packed into the kiin. At other times of the year, Da Long conducts
pottery workshops and tours of the kiln which are popular with ali age groups.

You can have a delightful time learning about pottery and the rich iraditions
of dragon kiln firing.

A Hopeful Future

Some may wonder about Da Long’s future as firing a dragon kiln is very tedious. A
large quantity of fuel — more than 5000 kg of firewood each time ~ is also needed to
fire the kiln. Nevertheless, modern methods of firing cannot produce the same kind
results that you getin a dragon Kiin. This is because ash from the burnt firewood

swirls, gathers and melts onto the body of the pottery, giving each piecea
unique texture. Pottery lovers are hopeful about Da Long's future, After 2],
won't you agree that the dragon kiln should be regarded as part of our
cultural heritage and preserved for future generations?
