FORMAT OF COMPETITION

Preliminary Round (3 June, 10 a.m. at Expo City)

Participants are required to take a 40-minute written test. A list of 50 words will be
read out to them and they have to spell them out on paper. The top 80 participants
will move on to the Semi-final round.

Semi-final Round {10 June, 2 p.m. at Expo City)
